List of Conditions:

1. The area described on Exhibit “A” is hereby deannexed from the municipal boundary of the City of Auburn.

2. The City Attorney is directed to send a report including certified copies of this Ordinance and a letter stating the intent to remove the deannexed area from the census maps during the next survey and stating that the survey map will returned to the United States Census Bureau, The Georgia Department of Community Affairs, and the governing authority of Barrow County.

3. The City agrees to continue water service to this property since it will no longer be inside the city limits of Auburn, both for the current owner or any new owners in the future. The City of Auburn has agreed to provide at no charge to the R&R Mfg. Co. a new water line and meter and all installation charges from the road to the hookup inside the metal building on the property. After this is installed each building with have its own separate water meter.  The location of the water line and meter from the road to the building will be determined by the City with approval from the Property owner.  Any disturbance of the parking lot will be repaired with gravel & asphalt. The new water meter will be installed by December 31, 2020. 

4. This annexation action is contingent upon the deannexation of the property of the City of Auburn Downtown Development Authority from the Town of Carl and the annexation of the subject property to the Town of  Carl to occur on the same date and in conjunction with this deannexation.  If for any reason, the deannexation of the Downtown Development Authority property and the annexation of this property do not occur on the same date, then this action shall be null and void.
