Your child must be 5 years of age on or before September 1st, 2016 to attend Kindergarten. Kindergarten
Registration and concept screening will be conducted from 8:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m., at the Professional
Development Center, 179 W. Athens St. in Winder. Please plan to attend your school’s scheduled registration day below.

Parents can go online, prior to their school’s registration day, to Registration Gateway at https://registration.barrow.k12.ga.us to
Pre-register their kindergarten child. Pre-registration can take place anywhere you have internet access, and at any time. Once the
pre-registration process is complete, parents/guardians will need to bring their child for concept screening and the following
documents to registration, where your child will receive an enroliment for school:

Current proof of residency (dated within 30 days) such as a utility bill (electric, gas, water, cable/satellite,
garbage or house phone), settlement statement or rental/lease agreement,

Student’s birth certificate (or legible copy of the Birth Certificate), or other acceptable proof of age and
identity.

A copy of the enrolling student’s Social Security card (which is used solely for the purposes of identification and
for application for the Hope scholarship and other post-secondary applications). Parents have the option of signing a
waiver stating that they do not wish at the time of enrollment to provide a Social Security number.

Updated Georgia immunization form 3231, and

New health form 3300- The Georgia Department of Public Health requires the completion of the 3300 health
form which includes vision, hearing, dental and nutrition screenings, and must be presented to school

authorities when a child is being admitted for the first time in a Georgia public school. These forms are

available online and from your Doctor or Health Department.

Parents are welcome and encouraged to turn in the required documents at any time to complete the
enrollment process, however, parents should bring their child to be screened on the dates provided. Please visit
our main website at www.barrow.k12.ga.us for required documents and more information.

Barrow County Schools allow for a range of documents to demonstrate age, residency, identity and
immunization status; exceptions will be made where appropriate; and no document will be required that would
cause or result in discrimination based on race, color, national origin or immunization status

for all Urban Consumers (CPI-U),
effective on March 1% of each year, will go
into effect on Water Bills Due by April 15,
2016 with an increase of 0.7%.

The Consumer Price Index for All Ur-
ban Consumers (CPI-U) increased 0.7
percent over the last 12 months to an in-
dex level of 236.525 (1982-84=100). The
CPI rose 0.7 percent in 2015, a slightly
smaller increase than the 0.8 rise in 2014
and the second-smallest December-
December increase in the last 50 years.
The index has increased at a 1.9 percent
annual rate over the last 10 years.

The .7% increase will be a $.04 per
1000 gallons increase for City residents.
A City customer using 5,000 gallons a
month would be billed from $42.88 to
$43.10.

These boards make important recommendations to the City,
provide input on planning and zoning questions and help plan for Auburn’s future.

Your Downtown Development Authority/Main Street Program is an authority that works for
economic development and historic preservation in our downtown area. DDA meets on the second Thursday of each
month. The board members are: Connie Ross (Chair) has served 7 years on the board and is the Retail
Banking Manager for the Auburn branch of Community And Southern Bank; Tina Parks is a lifelong citizen of the City of
Auburn. She has volunteered in many different rolls and was a founding member of the DDA Board.; Howard Hawthome,
also a lifelong citizen of Auburn, is involved in Auburn’s business development and like Tina was a founding member of the
DDA Board; Jason Morris has served on the board since 2013 and owns and operates Hue Graphics; Vikki Antle owns and
operates Rustic Chic in the downtown district. She joined the DDA Board in August of 2014; Katelyn Greenwood has
served for since one year and is the owner of Rawhide Boots; Bel Outwater was officially sworn in January 2016. Bel is a
resident of Auburn and is the Auburn Public Library Manager. The staff member assigned to the DDA is Tommy Lowmon.

Planning & Zoning Board helps to maintain the character of our City and makes recommendations
regarding growth, promoting economic health and improving the quality of life for all citizens. The Planning & Zoning
Board meets on the third Wednesday of every month. The board members are: Carolyn Wade (Chair) has served since
2012 and is retired from DeKalb County schools. Sandy Wilson has served since 2013. Rhonda Kondo, appointed to the
board in 2014, has lived in Auburn since 2007 and works in Human Resources Management. Joshua Edmonds was ap-
pointed in 2015. Kim Skriba has lived in Auburn since 2006 and was appointed to the board in 2016. Kim also
volunteers on the Community Garden Steering
Committee. The staff member assigned to this board is City Planner Alex Mitchem

Zoning Board of Appeals—reviews variance requests and appeals of decisions of the planning official. Meetings
are held the second Wednesday of each month. The board members are: Rick Langley 2008 (Chair) has served on the
board since 2008. Grace Ackworth has served on the board since 2007. Wanda Hawthorne is a lifelong resident of
Auburn and was appointed to the board in 2009, Charles Sewell has lived in Auburn 29 years and has served on the board
since 2014, and Kevin Camon who works for Barrow County Schools was appointed in 2016. He also runs the non-profit
children’s chorus “Reverent Sound.” City Planner Alex Mitchem is the staff member assigned to this board.
