    The City of Auburn is poised on the brink of 
growth.  Having recently completed the  
comprehensive plan with community  
stakeholders,  we now have a roadmap to the 
future that we want to see.  The City of Auburn, 
in partnership with Dave Schmitt of Schmitt + 
Associates, conducted a Real Estate Market 
Overview and Analysis.  By conducting these 
studies, we now can visualize and manage the 
growth that is coming to Auburn.
