Georgia House Bill 581: Potential Impact on Homeowners

Georgia House Bill 581 introduces significant changes to property taxes in the state, with po-
tential implications for homeowners. The bill aims to provide relief and predictability by im-
plementing a "floating" homestead exemption. This means the assessed value of your home,
which determines your property tax burden, can only increase by the rate of inflation or 3%,
whichever is lower. This could offer significant protection against large tax hikes, especially
in areas with rapidly rising home values.

- However, the bill also includes provisions that could lead to variations in property taxes
across different localities. Local governments have the option to opt out of the floating home-
Rick Roquemore stead exemption, meaning homeowners in those areas might face steeper increases. Addition-
ally, HB 581 creates a new local option sales tax (FLOST) that counties and cities can implement after approval
through a local referendum. This sales tax can be levied in increments up to 1% and the revenue generated must be

used for property tax relief. While this could lead to lower property taxes, it would also mean an increase in sales tax,
potentially impacting consumer spending.

It's crucial for homeowners to stay informed about how their local governments choose to implement these changes.
Pay close attention to your property tax assessments and any local referendums regarding FLOST. Understanding these
changes will allow homeowners to better plan their finances and engage with local officials to voice any concerns.

The City of Auburn uses Flock cameras to en-
hance public safety by focusing solely on read-
ing vehicle tags. These cameras are not used for
any other law enforcement purposes, ensuring
privacy and transparency. By capturing license
plate data, Flock cameras help law enforcement
quickly identify vehicles involved in crimes,
such as stolen cars or missing persons alerts.
